Becoming a Contagious Christial
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A Call To Compassion

One of the Primary reasons God calls His followers to be extra-
ordinarily caring people is because acts of mercy open up people’s
hearts like nothing else can. Put another way, there’s tremendous
pulling power in the expression of even a single act of kindness. And
God wants that power to draw people toward the reality of His Son.

Jesus spelled this out in John 13:34-35: “A new commandment I give
you: Love one another. As I have love you, so you must love one
another. All men will know that you are my disciples if you love one
another.” How simple, yet how powerful!

How often lately have you felt compassion for people in need? Have
you followed up those feelings and actually helped someone by serving
them, encouraging them, visiting them, or by expressing love in some
other tangible way?

To help you quantify your response, I’d like to challenge you to write
down a number that represents your present level of compassion
toward others. We’ll call it your personal compassion quotient. Pick a
number from zero to ten (but not five), with zero meaning your heart is
completely cold, and ten suggesting you are a Mother Theresa clone.

Be sure to indicate what your quotient is NOW, not 5 years ago, or what
you’d like it to be in the future.
